So, today, this

example fully illustrates the JCl as a big family is full of love and we learned so

much in this big family, we learnt the importance of the rule of law, the

importance of respecting human rights and democracy. And we pushed for

reforms so we can achieve a better world. The Republic ofiha started since

1995 launched the National Health Insurance project. This has received wide

acclaim from countries around the world. Whenever we want to increase the

premium there is a lot of backlash, pushback from the society. However the
benefitthatwe are going to give out has to incr
very simple as described as the followings First of all, we are an aging society.

There are more and more older people, there are more and more people above

the age of 65. This is a &nd that is irreversible. Therefore an aging society

requires us to allocate more budget to the National Health Insurance. In addition,

there are technology or medical advancements from time to time, for example

new medications or new treatments and of cose they are very important to

promoting the health of human beings, so we need to introduce these new
treatments and new medications to Taiwan and of course this needs money.
Furthermore, there are a lot of medical personnel in this industry. If we do not

allocate sufficient capital in order to match up with demand, then the quality will

decrease and the entire insurance scheme might even collapse. Therefore we need

to ensure the success or the continuing success of our National Insurance plan. In

addition to stimulating economic recovery, there also are very important plans

we need to promote. When | was the premier of the Cabinet, the
unemployment rate was at 6.13% which did not including 23.6 thousand

non-salary vacation employees. There was also a yedevastating flood in the

southern and the east part of Taiwan. It was also the year when H1IN1 flu,

influenza was rampant around the world. We needed to control the spread of this

disease. We had made every effort to compete with other countries to
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get vaccines from foreign major pharmaceutical company, meanwhile, we were

fortunate in a way that we had local pharmaceutical company capable of

producing vaccines for the H1N1 influenza. Therefore we were able to

successfully fend off the influenza froms pr eadi ng across Tai wan
economy was also able to rebound frorriL.81% in 2009 to 10.72% in 2010, and

2011 we still had a 4% of GDP growth, so throughout these years there are a lot

of challenges and obstacles, for example the fiscal challengesdaalso the

challenges brought about by the National Health Insurance plan. When | heard

the Department of Health said that we were short by 69.4 billion NTD, and if we

do not reform, then there would be an additional 15 billion dollars of shortage.

And in 2010 and 2011 there will also be a shortage of 45 or 50 billion NTD. So if

we do not adjust our premium you can imagine that the total shortage of funding

would definitely break the national insurance scheme. And during that time

more than 600,000 peo@ were not able to receive healthcare and 1/3 of them

actually were able to afford the premium, however they forgot to pay for the

premium. There are also other people who think that they are healthy and they

dondét want to pay f or letthinlethaptheg ame verpnrich or s o me
and they are capable of seeking private doctors. But there are still 400,000 people

who are still unable to afford the premium. They were not capable of supporting

their family members. For these 400,000 people if they wemot able to afford

the premium and died because of diseases, then the government would definitely

be held accountable, that is why | discussed with the President, and asked the

relevant government agencies to reform these schemes, so in 2010, on Apri| 1s

this is actually a very important date, because on that day the cabinet proposed

to the congress and the industry innovation regulation, that is probably the first

law that treated large and small companies fairly, traditional industries and also

high-tech industries were also treated fairly . We decided to adopt a flat tax rate,

and reformed the income tax regulations. Our business tax was decreased from

25% to 17% so, large, small or medium enterprises, whether they were in the

high-tech industry ortra di t i onal i ndustry they benefitt

policies.

So we will support our industry to generate business and also employment
opportunities, and the Legislative Yuan had passed the first version of the
Industry Innovation Act. At the same time, on Apr.1, 2010, we have increased
the national health insurance rate from 4.55% to 5.17%, so under this kind of
rate, we will be able to provide national healthcare insurance to 400,000
Taiwanese residents who were not able to afford the premium fothe health
insurance. We have 23 million in terms of our population, and each individual
will need around 20,000 NTD in terms of health insurance premium, so that adds
up to 8 billion. And after we took this into calculation we decided to reform the
systemso that those with higher income will not be subsidized by the government,
the government will subsidize those with an income under a certain level, this is
about 75% of the population, which means the 75% of the population will be
subsidized, that is beisles the original 10% the government will add to the
subsidy, so under those circumstances, we will subsidize those with medium to
| ower I ncome and we wonot subsidize those
adjusted the rate from 4.55% to 5.17%, we have madep the gap for the deficit

of 16.5 billion and we did not see a deficit of quarter 4 of that year. The following
years or so we made up for the deficit and also the year after that so up until
September this year, the balance for our national insurancesiaround the
surplus is 16.5 billion so now we have a surplus of 16.5 billion for our national
health insurance. But we will spend that surplus in the upcoming months. That is
why we are now trying to promote the reformed national health insurance so
starting from January 1st next year, the new national health insurance will be
implemented so that we will be able to operate the system sustainably. The
reason | éd&dm raising this as an example is t
Councilors who are present tkat any kind of reform or overhaul will have an
impact on the society. However, if we are able to communicate with each other
and also to come up with complementary measures to support the overhaul and
also to create a platform for communication, we will e able to find common
ground and also to reinforce the new system, and | think that is one of the

mottos of JCI, which is to promote democracy and | think that is also a force
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that will propel us forward. JCI members are young, energetic, enthusiastic
and reform-minded so that is why it is a cradle for future leaders. As a former
member of JCI and as an honoree of the outstanding young person of the year, |
think | shoulder great responsibility because | myself am a JCI member, [am a
part of the JCI family. | hope that the JCI will continue to grow and develop and
to become more and more prosper. Last and but not least | would like to wish

you happiness and health. Thank you.

history of JCI Hong Kong. | know this will be a bit boring but please bear with

me because it wild/l |l ead on to what l 6m goi
Hong Kong and how it works together to cre
with the setupof JCI Hong Kong in the 1950s, that was right after World War 2,

and it was the time when we needed to gather together the talents and
entrepreneurs in Hong Kong so we can sort of, contribute the betterment of

Hong Kong postwar. And in 1950s JCI Hong Korg has initiated the mobile

| i braries where students can actually visi:
need to go to a physical location so it was very beneficial for them to improve on

their studies and their reading, and this is the first typeof project which is widely

beneficial to the residents of Hong Kong. And then we move onto the 1960s. Even

though we are around 20 years from the end of the war, but poverty was still a

very huge concern in Hong Kong and basically any types of projects tmated by

organizations in Hong Kong were fully supported by the government. To list an

example, even when JCI Hong Kong established a pig farm, we wanted to invite

the Deputy Government of Hong Kong to come as a guest of honor, so you can

see how respectk JCI Hong Kong was in those days. Beside those projects we

have community development projects such as giving reading material to the
homeless and also we distributed some walking sticks to people who are visually
impaired. In 1961 we a total of 10 projets and we were very honored to receive 9

awards at the 1961 congress. Our 1961 national president travelled around the

world in 1962 to share his experiences and success that JCI Hong Kong had
achieved through our beneficial activities in Hong Kong and alsto promote the

1962 world congress which was held in Hong Kong. And then we move onto 1970.
Thatdéds a time when Hong Kong started to
economy. Many successful leaders and entrepreneurs joined JCI Hong Kong to

build up their networks and also to work for the betterment of Hong Kong. We

had a lot of training programs and these were very beneficial for the people who

wanted to enter into politics and indeed many of our legislative Councilors got

the training from JCI Hong Kong and moved onto politics and they were very

thankful to JCI Hong Kong for the opportunity to grow and become better

leaders.

And also for other people who had jobs, when they write in their CVs that they

are JCI Hong Kong member sm Thaténeansawhénual |y a
employers see what they have achieved through JCI Hong Kong it will actually

benefit them in terms of getting a job promotion and having more opportunities

in the workplace. And also in the 1970s the 10 outstanding young person award

here , ATOYPO, were very much regarded in Ho
Kong they were very much guaranteed to be appointed by the Government to sit

on one of the committees so they were very much working towards the future of

Hong Kong through this channel. Nev we come to the 1980s. That is the time

when the film industry boomed in Hong Kong. | trust you all know our
international film star Jackie Chan and he was actually our 1986 TOYP in Hong

Kong and with our support he was able to be selected to be the 1988rld TOYP.

| really want to say that World TOYP has actually helped him to be well known

over the world , but | think it would have had some positive effect on his

popularity. And we are very thankful for Jackie, he helped us to promote JCI
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Hong Kong tothe community of Hong Kong and even his son, his English name

is Jaycee, JA-Y-C-E-E , and thatdés the old name of JCI
very grateful and it showed that he really respected what JCI was doing! And

also in the 1980s our local chapterslid a lot of community work and | heard

from my seniors that in those days when they parked the car illegally on the
streets they werenot fined because the pol
projects and the policemen knew they were working for the b&trment of Hong

Kong so they didnodét get an il l egal parking
respect we had in the Hong Kong community.

Then we move onto the 1990s Thatds when we
the community to its climax by hostingthe World Congress in 1993 in Hong

Kong, and our local chapter presidents were invited to an evening TV show to

promote the World Congress to the people of Hong Kong and this led to the

successful hosting of World Congress and we were very thankful for éh

tremendous support of the people of Hong Kong during that time. But

unfortunately in the mid 1990s our membership started to decline, this is because

we wer e cl ose t o Handover, and t hat 0s tr
competitions among youth organizatios in Hong Kong. Many of them had

Chinese backgrounds, they were very closely related to the China government

and so many youths took the opportunity to establish close relationship with

China through those organizations so that is why it impacted on oumembership

figures. We found that there was a need for youngsters to build connections with

officials and also enterprises in China, and also to explore and learn more about

the country as when we were under British rule there was very little opportunity

to actually learn about China. So what the JCI Hong Kong did was to replicate

what other organizations were doing, for example we proactively sought
opportunities to meet top Government officials in China and also we organized

our own national education cairses to learn more about our country, and we

maintained strong relations with the China Relations office in Hong Kong. And

through these actions we were raising more and more awareness in the

communi ty. And then we come tmewhehdIl mil | enn
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was actively promoting the United Nations Millennium Development Goals. We

in Hong Kong took 8 goals of the UNMDGs and framed it under a heading called
ABetter Worl do, and through this Better Wol
forourBetter World | ogo and thatodés when the
companies who fulfilled one of the 8 goals of the UNMDGs, we would give them a

|l ogo to recognize the work that theydd don
organized a UNMDG award through this Better World program to give

recognition to the outstanding companies and organizations who worked towards

the betterment of Hong Kong and the world. Hundreds of organizations have

received our Better World recognition and also we have invited numeus

government officials who officiate our Better World UNMDGs openings and

award presentations and also we have invited celebrities who promote the
UNMDGs and al so another initiative which i
we have invited Twins which isa popular band group in Hong Kong. Through all

these activities we have raised awareness of our organizations and of what JCI is

doing through our own efforts.

Okay so what do we have now? In this day and age when all eyes are on China,

what can we dothraa g h J CI Hong Kong. I 61 | just br i
have learnt throughout these decades. So first we have learnt that we need to

build close relationships with the government and government officials in Hong

Kong and in the Mainland. We are very gratdul that the Chief Executive was a

past TOYP so this will be a good opportunity for us to have more projects to

jointly hold with the government in Hong Kong, and there were recently many

concerns about national education because the public was concerndtit they

may have elements of brainwashing for our children and so JCI Hong Kong is

politically neutral in that we follow the JCI values and in not leaning too close

towards politics, but of course we need to learn more about our country, in

particular we need to learn about the structure and also the political

environment but we need to be careful in that we need to strictly separate

ourselves with political ideologies and we should encourage our youngsters to

critically analyze whatever they have learnedand not just take in whatever was
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taught.

So the second thing which we have learnt is that for a national organization
which is centralized. The promotion of our local chapter see the Community
Devel opment Projects because withhiegaleds no
chapters. They are the basis of our organization and so we are very grateful for
the projects that they have done and so we have branded the Better World
project to promote to the community what our local chapters have done, and it is
through this visual link we have established so that we want the people of Hong
Kong to see this logo, for example Better World, and that they automatically
know that these projects are done by JCI Hong Kong or one of the local chapters,
So we create a unified fore here so that whenever we bring out our logos people
can recognize us. TYOP is actually a very well known branding in Hong Kong,
and we want to create another branding through this campaign so that more
people can actually know what JCI Hong Kong is doindgor the betterment of
Hong Kong. So also we have learnt that it really is not necessary for national
organizations to have brand new projects. It is better to work on what we have,
what resources we have in hand, and to do more so that local projects chetter
promote and benefit the community.

And also the third thing we have learnt is to use our existing people resources.
We have many past national presidents, many senior members who are well
established in the community who know a lot of government affials in Hong
Kong and also in China and also are well connected with local entrepreneurs and
we hope that through this channel we can link up old partners so that we can
work with them on new projects and use this channel to promote projects and
also our chapter. So at the end of the day we would like to use our existing
resources to create more i mpact in the com
what | think we have learnt in the past decades, and | would like to take this
opportunity in the World Congress and also maybe in years to come to actually
engage in dialogue with members from different JCI national organizations to
see how we can as JCI members work together to benefit the society and to link

up with local governments and entrepreneurs so thatve can work together and
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not solely by ourselves with limited resource but actually to link up with old
partners so that we can reach new heights in the JCI movement.

In universities in Taiwan we

also have extracurricular activities and clubs to summon younger generations to

take part in JCI, so today we are veryhonored to be here, and | would like to

urge everyone here about a very important concept.

And
another thing | learned from JCI is election because each position is only held for
1 year and then we need to gthrough a re-election at JCI. | was involved in the
JCI for 10 years and | went through 3 Councilor elections. My first election in
my life was to run for the president of a local chapter. Even though | won many
votes yet | was not elected. And because tbfe failed experience | learned about
how to run election campaigns and | learned about how strategy is very
| mportant in an election so itodos not just
about who is more talented, ourselh Soaftdrso abou
that experience | was able to run very successful campaigns and | climbed up the
ladder in JCI and finally became a city Councilor in Taiwan. So | learned
elections play an extremely important part in democracy and this is also
something | learned in participating in JCI and in a democracy not everyone
unlimited resources, be it financial resources or networks or connections. You
may not be born with a silver spoon in your mouth however through JCI | think
abundant resources is provided irovided to young people so that they will be
able to contribute to the society and also to realize their goals so this kind of
learning, this kind of experience is irreplaceable it cannot also be described in
words. But in a nutshell if you believe in J@, if you believe in the platform it

provides and the learning opportunities that comes with the different positions
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then | think you will be able to learn tremendously. We all play different roles in
life and if we are all able to successfully play diffeent roles, then, we will all be
able to succeed in life and | think that JCI gives us the opportunity to play
different roles or to wear different hats.

Last but not least | just wanted to give you a brief report of some numbers. This
Is something that | want to share with you and this is something that | think JCI
Taiwan should do and also JCI should do. So | did a suryein Taiwan, there are

5 cities and 17 counties in Taiwan: Taipei, New Taipei City, Taichung, Tainan and
Kaohsiung. All of these cities combined we have 311 Councilors or city
Councilors but besides these municipalities we have 543 other Councilors who
serve in other counties and cities, so in total there are 854 Councilors or city
Councilors in Taiwan. The reason | 6m shari |
you out of the 854 Councilors in Taiwan how many of them were or are JCI
me mber s. |  dhave éhe statistics forkhatwhewever we still conducted
a very, very preliminary telephone survey and a rough number we can provide
you with out of the 854 Councilors in Taiwan, we have around 87 JCI members.
But | think the actual number is definitely far higher than 87. Changhua City
council speaker is also a member of JCI , however he was not factored into that
rough number. There are 62 city Councilors in Taipei and after our rough survey

| think there are 7 JCI members which is around 10%. So from thee numbers |
think around 10% of the Councilors are JCI members. That is not a very high
percentage and some of these Councilors are very high ranking, for example the
honorary chairperson Wu PoHsiung of the KMT served as a county magistrate
and he also srved in very high positions in the government. He used to be the
former JCI Taoyuan president and also the former prime minister of
Japan,Aso Taro used to be a JCI member. Or should I say, many JCI members
also go on to become government leaders. And ma government leaders or
many government high ranking officers used to be JCI members, these are two
examples | wanted to share with you. Do we have any other questions or
comments? If no, | think we shall conclude our forum.

Once again thank you for participating in the first JCI elected representative

forum and through your reports | have a brief summary to make. First of all ,we
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recommend JCI to communicate with local chapters to conduct a survey of the
OB or YB members, or to conduct a survey of formerYB or OB members who

are now serving as Councilors or representatives. We hope that local chapters
will be able to conduct this kind of survey and report back to the national
Chapter, and we hope that this list will be update every year to include the
newly-elected Councilors who are JCI members or who were former JCI
members. Of course we need to remove the deceased Councilors and we hope
that in the JCI congress every year we will be able to hold a parallel session for
the JCI elected representative forum and we hope that for JCI members who
are or who were elected representatives who will be able to register and
participate in the elected representative forum every year at the JCI congress so
that they will be able to use their impact to encourage moreoung people to join
JCI, so that we will be able to foster and to nurture more talents and to foster
future | eaders. So this is the suggestion
make to the JCI. Also through your reports today we know that connections and

networking is very important, and human resource equals financial resources, so

here | want to say that all of us benefitted from JCI. We may now be OB

members, however | still hope that OB members will be able to pass on the torch

to young people and torecruit members into the JCI family, including our
children or including our friends who may

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Taiwan Foundation for Democracy

Background

Taiwan’s peaceful transition to democracy is not only a historical accomplishment for its twenty-three million
people, but a landmark in the worldwide spread of democracy. Only after years of struggle and effort could this
transformation take place. We must never forget this history, for it shapes the cornerstone of our continued
commitment to the principles of democracy and human rights.

The Foundation was established with an inter-related, two-tracked mission in mind. Domestically, the TFD
strives to play a positive role in consolidating Taiwan’s democracy and fortifying its commitment to human rights;
internationally, the Foundation hopes to become a strong link in the world’s democratic network, joining forces
with related organizations around the world. Through the years, Taiwan has received valuable long-term assistance
and stalwart support from the international community, and it is now time to repay that community for all of its
efforts.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs initiated the Taiwan Foundation for Democracy project in 2002. After much
research and careful evaluation, the Ministry integrated the required resources from many sectors of society. In
January 2003, the Ministry obtained the support of all political parties to pass the budget for the Foundation in the
legislature. The TFD formally came into being on June 17, 2003, with its first meeting of the Board of Trustees
and Supervisory Board. At that meeting, Legislative Yuan President Wang Jin-pyng was elected its first chairman.
According to its By-laws, the TFD is governed by a total of fifteen trustees and five supervisors, representing
political parties, the government, academia, non-governmental organizations, and the business sector.

Mission

The Taiwan Foundation for Democracy (TFD) is the first democracy assistance foundation to be established in
Asia, and is devoted to strengthening democracy and human rights in Taiwan and abroad. Its primary concerns are
to further consolidate Taiwan’s democratic system, promote democracy in Asia, and actively participate in the
global democratic network.

The TFD will put its ideals into practice through farsighted, transparent, and non-partisan management. Building
on the strength of both political parties and civil society, the TFD will enable Taiwan to positively contribute to the
worldwide movement for democracy. According to its By-laws, the Foundation’s mission is as follows:

A Work with the international community to strengthen democracy around the globe and expand Taiwan’s
participation in international activities;

A Support democratization in Asia and the rest of the world by establishing close relationships with leaders of
the world’s democracies and cooperative partnerships with civil society groups, political parties, think tanks,
and non-governmental organizations in democratic countries; and

A Elevate Taiwan’s democracy and further consolidate its democratic development by promoting education in

democracy and international exchanges among academic circles, think tanks, parliaments, and political
parties from the world over.

Our Tasks

The primacy source of funding for the TFD is the government. However, it is independently incorporated,
non-partisan, and non-profit. According to its By-laws, the Foundation may accept international and domestic
donations. One-third of its budget is reserved for Taiwan’s political parties, supporting their own international and
local initiatives that are in line with the mission of the TFD. The remaining budget is used for the TFD core
activities, including:

Building relationships with related institutions around the world;

Participating actively in the global promotion of democracy and supporting the improvement of human
rights conditions;

Supporting democracy promotion activities of NGOs and academic institutions;

Promoting research and publications on democratic developments at home and abroad; and

Holding seminars, workshops, conferences, and other educational activities in the area of democracy and
human rights.
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
